Household Haz Waste Day Dec. 3
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Cooking oil and grease can clog drains when poured down the kitchen sink. 
This causes sanitary sewer backups and overflows that are a health hazard and 
a threat to the environment. Grease blockages are the single greatest cause of 
sewer overflows in Grand Prairie. When the pipe is blocked, raw sewage comes 
up through cleanouts or city manholes, contaminating the soil and waterways.

Used grease and cooking oil should be poured into a non-leaking container 
and taken to a household hazardous waste (HHW) collection event for recycling.  
The next HHW event is scheduled for December 3, 2011 at the Development 
Center (206 W. Church Street) from 9 a.m. to 11 a.m. REGISTRATION IS 

REQUIRED.  Register by calling 972-237-8055 or on-
line at gptx.org/wq/hhw. 

We will accept household and automotive batteries, 
pharmaceuticals, motor oil, cooking oil, paint, aerosol 
cans, fluorescent bulbs, and household, landscape, and 
pool chemicals.  We will not accept explosives, gas 
cylinders, fireworks, medical waste, radioactive materi-

als, or municipal trash.  No commercial waste will be 
accepted.

Grand Prairie Outlet Mall
Construction continues on a new 420,000-square-foot Paragon retail outlet mall 
on Interstate 20 and Great Southwest Parkway.  The mall will feature more than 
100 stores and an on-site food court.

Parkland Clinic

In 2006 the fatality rate at Grand Prairie railroad 
crossings was the highest in the state.  That alarming 
statistic spurred police and city leaders to make Grand 
Prairie the first city in Texas to install intersection 
safety cameras (red light cameras) at three of the city’s 
railroad crossings. Since their 2007 installation, there 

has not been a single fatality at a Grand Prairie crossing. 
Intersection safety cameras can be found in 15 locations throughout the city 

and are credited with decreasing the number of crashes at each site.  Installation 
of the cameras began in 2007 with new cameras added each year through 2010.  
The first cameras were installed at Belt Line and Lone Star Parkway where sur-
veys showed that red light runners consistently put motorists in harm’s way.  

“The cameras are great for deterring red light runners,” Grand Prairie Police 
Sgt. Eric Hansen said.  “Statistics show that police officers catch only 1 out of 
every 8,000 vehicles that run a red light. We have to see you do it and we have 
to be able to catch you.”

Motorists who are caught by an intersection safety camera receive a $75 
ticket in the mail and the registered owner of the vehicle is responsible for 
making sure it gets paid.  The vehicle owner’s driver’s license is not affected by 
the citation. Fifty percent of the net revenue received from the paid citations is 
given to the state for regional trauma funds.  The money retained by the city is 
used for traffic safety and traffic enforcement programs. 

In Grand Prairie, intersection safety camera revenue has been used for “no 
cell phones in school zones” signs, countdown timers at pedestrian crossings, 
upgraded warning lights on emergency vehicles, traffic signal power supplies at 
several intersections to prevent power outages after storms, and for radars, lasers 
and video cameras in police vehicles.

“Intersection safety camera revenue helped us establish a quiet zone on 
the railroad through downtown,” Hansen said.  “We purchased double crossing 
gates and installed medians to keep drivers from crossing the tracks when trains 
are approaching.  Those things, coupled with the red light cameras, made the 
crossings safer so the trains no longer needed to blow their whistles while going 
through town.”

Studies continue for future sites, including a possible camera at Belt Line 
and Pioneer Parkway.

Young Adults Invited to Police Explorers
The Exploring Program is an official program of the Grand Prairie Police 

Department designed by Learning for Life, a subsidiary of the Boy Scouts of 
America, to provide training, competition, service and practical experiences to 
young adults who may be interested in a career in law enforcement.  Participants 
must have completed the eighth grade, and be at least 14 years old, but younger 
than 21, must be free of any criminal record and be in good academic standing 
with their school—maintaining at least a “C” average.   

Explorers attend regular meetings and participate in hands-on activities 
provided by law enforcement professionals and adult volunteers.  After complet-
ing basic training, they can observe firsthand patrol operations and community 
policing and assist with crime prevention, traffic and crowd control and more.
